Leader: May the Lord's peace be with us all. 
All: The Lord is our faith and our life. 
Leader: May His love shine in our hearts. 
All: Our hope is in the coming of the Lord. 
Reader: "But you, O Bethlehem, who are little to be among the clans of Judah, from you shall 

come forth for me one who is to be the ruler in Israel, whose origin is from old, from 
ancient days." 

Reader: The second candle we light on the Advent Wreath has been named the 
BETHLEHEM CANDLE, a symbol of the preparations being made to receive and 
cradle the Christ Child.  May our hearts be made ready to receive the Good News.

Reader: Father in heaven, the day draws near when the birth of your Son will make radiant the 

night of the waiting world.  May His quiet coming fill us with true inner peace.

Watch, for you do not know when the master of the house         will come, in the evening, or at 
midnight, or at cockcrow, or in the morning, lest he come suddenly and find you asleep.

CONFESSION OF SIN BCP 79 
 
The Officiant says to the people: 
 

Dearly beloved, we have come together in the presence of Almighty God our heavenly Father to 
set forth his praise, to hear his holy Word, and to ask, for ourselves and on behalf of others, those 
things that are necessary for our life and our salvation. And so that we may prepare ourselves in 
heart and mind to worship him, let us kneel in silence, and with penitent and obedient hearts 
confess our sins, that we may obtain forgiveness by his infinite goodness and mercy. 
 
Silence may be kept, after which Officiant and People say together, all kneeling: 
 

Most merciful God, we confess that we have sinned against you 
In thought, word, and deed, by what we have done, 
And by what we have left undone. 
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We have not loved you with our whole heart; 
We have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. 
We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. 
For the sake of your Son Jesus Christ, 
Have mercy on us and forgive us;  
that we may delight in your will, 
And walk in your ways, to the glory of your Name. Amen.

Almighty God have mercy on us, forgive us all our sins through our Lord Jesus Christ, 
strengthen us in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep us in eternal life. Amen.
