Ministry Partners of Paul and Kathryn Persecuted in India 
Kathryn and Paul report that one of the great ministry leaders they support in India shared 
that one of the churches in the same state where he ministers on Sunday was attacked by a 
gang of terrorists that were likely Hindus numbering 1000. They broke into the church and 
injured many, some critically. The church apparently was destroyed and the evil terrorists also 
went into the village and destroyed several homes that left people from the church without a 
place to live.  
 
Katherine and Paul ask for two things: 1) prayer for the injured and persecuted, and, 2) finan-
cial support to help reestablish some dwellings for people as well as to get the medication that 
they need now to recover. If you feel led to send a donation to help with this issue, please 
make out a check to Advent with “Word & Deed India Relief” in the memo line.
